SCHOLARSHIP INFORMATION

The David C. Pollock Scholarship is a tribute to a man whose support, vision and dedication to families in transition impacted countless people in almost every country around the globe. In the spirit of his unselfish commitment to help those in need, and in recognition of his tireless contributions, Families in Global Transition (FIGT) established the David C. Pollock Scholarship fund.

It is our desire that cost consideration alone is not the single factor that prevents an individual from attending the FIGT conference. FIGT awards a limited number of scholarships to help defray registration fees and to enrich the lives of participants who are involved in the transition work of families.  Thanks to the funds raised via the 2009 Silent Auction and the Associate Program, we are able to award scholarships for the 2010 conference.  Several Pollock scholarships are available from full rides with the registration fee completely waived to partial scholarships with hundreds off the regular registration fee (general full registration fee is $750). The full 3-day registration includes Thursday dinner, Friday breakfast and lunch, Saturday breakfast and lunch, all presentations, exhibits and breaks. Travel and lodging not included in scholarship.

Eligibility:  Academically registered students in good standing and employees/volunteers with a non-profit organization.  
THE FIGT CONFERENCE

The FIGT Conference, often referred to as the grassroots “think tank” for families transitioning globally, offers leading edge methods and research. It is the only conference in the world where representatives of the corporate, diplomatic, academic, military and mission sectors gather to share knowledge and skills regarding cross-cultural coping strategies, address the developmental impact of transition on families and children, and offer a wide lens on significant global transition issues.  The unique FIGT conference forum recognizes the universal challenges of relocation and allows individuals and relocation advisors to exchange ideas toward realizing successful transitions.  FIGT was founded in part by David Pollock and Ruth Van Reken, authors of many books on Third Culture Kids (TCK).  Many who attend the conference are TCKs themselves, have raised TCKs or have supported families in global transition through their work life.

The deadline for submission is 15 December 2009.

APPLICATION PROCESS and CRITERIA

1. We must receive your electronically submitted application by 15 December 2009 to consider your request for a scholarship.

2. The scholarship registration rate ranges from $0- $550 (the amount paid by recipients), and includes the following: one full 3-day registration, Thursday dinner, Friday breakfast and lunch, Saturday breakfast and lunch, all presentations, exhibits and breaks, and conference notebook.

3. You will be responsible for travel and you will be eligible for lodging at the conference rate (currently set at the U.S. government’s per diem rate of $110/night). NOTE: FIGT cannot grant visa invitation letters for international attendees.

4. Scholarships will be awarded to academically registered students in good standing and employees/volunteers with a non-profit organization.  A supporting letter from an academic advisor, professor, or in the case of a non-profit organization, a letter from the director of the organization, will be required with your application.
5. Recipients will be asked to serve a limited number of volunteer hours in various support roles at the conference.
6. We ask that if you are ever in the position to contribute to the scholarship fund in your future, that you do so, thereby enabling us to continue to assist others.

7. In order to share the gift of receiving a scholarship with as many new attendees to the conference as possible, scholarships will be awarded to first time applicants only.
